Prevent is a government strategy designed to
stop people becoming terrorists or supporting
terrorist or extremist causes.

Extremism — vocal or active opposition to fundamental British values such as democracy, the rule of

British values such as democracy extremism?

We will also protect children from the risk of
radicalisation, for example by using filters on the
internet to make sure they can’t access extremist
and terrorist material, or by vetting visitors who
come into school to work with pupils.

The Prevent strategy is not just about discussing
extremism itself, which may not be appropriate for
younger children. It is also about teaching children
values such as tolerance and mutual respect.

The school will make sure any discussions are
suitable for the age and maturity of the children
involved.
